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Thorn Lighting open London Studio
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It's at 83 Great Portland Street -
close to Oxford Circus - a great
location providing a perfect spot
for project meetings and customer
events.

Covering an area of 3,400 sq ft
over two poors, the studio shows
the companyis broad and
impressive range of luminaires
as well as providing a perfect
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environment for presentations,
lectures and seminars. A major
feature is the comparator area
where architects and
designers can compare the
lighting effects of various Thorn
luminaires. The purpose designed
ceiling - narrow push panels that
drop down - shows recessed
modular yttings and suspended
T5 puorescent luminaires.
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Three internationally renowned
photographic artists have created
portraits of Zumtobel Group
employees from around the
world. The resulting portfolio is
an exceptional photographic
record of the diversity, creativity
and innovative capabilities of the
people behind the Groupis three
brands - Thorn, Zumtobel Staff
and TridonicAtco.

The Thorn people were
photographed by Shirana
Shahbazi whose strong, colourful,
clear portraits with their great
depth of focus manifest the
quality, the technical precision
and the reliability of the Thorn
brand.

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It also serves as the home to
seven diverse and exciting
cultural organisations. Jonathan
Adams, coupled with the design
engineering expertise of Ove
Arup, has devised a lighting
scheme that enhances the
architectural and cultural status
of the building.

At night, the most dramatic lighting
comes from within, blazing
through the large inscription
window over the main entrance,
each letter of which stands over
2m tall. Concealed puorescent
Popular Pack battens backlight
what appears to be yssures
of crystal splitting the layers
of slate. Further hidden high
frequency puorescents are used
to create the effect of illuminated
slices throughout the building,
running along the ceilings and
down the walls.

Thorn luminaires were used
throughout with each area
demanding specialist lighting.
From the entrance foyer through
to the lower concourse areas a
frandom starry nighti effect
is created by the scattering
of thousands of small and
unobtrusive 50W low voltage
halogen downlights, which are
fully dimmable for different scene

setting. Additional recessed
downlights are used within the
main Lyric theatre for the circle
areas. The scenery streets,
are lit with a combination of
AgquaForce water and dust
resisting puorescents and Lopak
low bays. The lounge required
80 Glorie ceiling luminaires and
the Diversion studios are lit by
slim T5 Micropaks. The venueis
emergency lighting is looked
after by no fewer than 1210
Voyager exit signs, integrated
Chalice downlights and Popular
Pack battens.

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The French Caribbean island of
Martinique is known as the jewel
among the French overseas
territories. Balata is a famous
area of Martinique, well known
for its splendid view across the
bay of Fort de France but mainly
for its exotic botanical gardens.

After the yrst World War, the
catholic community led by
Lord Lequien wanted to build
a memorial in recognition of
all the soldiers killed in action.
The architects Wulpeff and
Verrey conceived the design
of the memorial and based this
spectacular church on a scaled
down replica of the basilica
Montmartre of Paris. The
extensive work began in 1923
and was completed in 1925.
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The church which stands at
approx 35m wide and 55m long
with the bell tower at 38m was
one of the first constructions
made of reinforced concrete in
Martinique. Its impressive dome
is adorned with 16 stained glass
windows. Thornis Contrast range
of projectors illuminates this
poignant memorial.
